The instructions in this manual are for domestic cooker hoods which have been manufactured to comply with Australian
and New Zealand Standard AS/NZ3350.2.31.

Safety Warnings
5 Young children should be supervised to ensure they do not play with the cooker hood.

The cooker hood is not intended for use by young children or infirm persons without supervision.

Ensure the cooker hood is switched off before carrying out maintenance, to avoid any possibility of electric shock.
Grease filters must be removed every four weeks (maximum) for cleaning to reduce the risk of fire.

Do not flambé under the cooker hood.

This cooker hood is not recommended for barbeques.

The exhaust air from the cooker hood must not be discharged into any heating flue, which may carry combustion
products from other sources.

Exhaust air must not be discharged into a wall cavity, unless the cavity is designed for the purpose.

There must be adequate ventilation of the room when the cooker hood is used at the same time as appliances
burning gas or other fuels.

Always cover lit gas burners with pots or pans when the cooker hood is in use.

Always switch off gas burners before you remove pots or pans.

Cleaning
Wipe the cooker hood body and flue with a sponge or soft cloth soaked in warm soapy water.
Do not use oven cleaners or other abrasive materials.

Electrical Connection

Check that the mains voltage matches with the voltage on the data plate inside the cooker hood.

Check that the installation complies with standards of local gas and electricity authorities.

If the supply cord is damaged, it must be replaced by the manufacturer or its service agent or a similarly qualified person
in order to avoid a hazard.

Operating the Cooker Hood

LIGHT OPERATION
Depress light button to turn light ON.
Press light button to turn light OFF.

FAN OPERATION
Select a fan speed, depress button to turn fart ON.
Press selected fan speed button to turn fan OFF.

SLIDE SWITCH CONTROLS
Light switch: this switch is used to turn the light fitted to the cooker
hood on and off.

Fan switch: used to select fan speeds
Position: 0: Off.

Cooker Hood Maintenance

COOKER HOOD

Clean the cooker hood body and flue with a sponge or soft cloth soaked in warm
soapy water. DO NOT use oven cleaners or other abrasive materials

GREASE FILTERS

Clean filters every four weeks (maximum). This will reduce the fire risk from
accumulated cooking oils and fats contained with in the grease filters.

Before you remove the grease filters, turn off the fan and lights.

Remove the filters (see diagram opposite). Soak and agitate the filters in hot soapy
water. DO NOT use oven cleaners or other caustic materials. Rinse, drain and
shake well before replacing filters.

REPLACE INCANDESCENT LAMP

Turn off fan and lights.

Remove grease filters to replace lamps (see diagram opposite).
Replace lamp with 40W (maximum) E14 candle lamp.

Models RCC960S, WRF960CS

REPLACE HALOGEN LAMP
Turn off fan and lights. Replace lamp with 12 Volt, 20 Watt Halogen low voltage lamp
(see diagram opposite)
