PRE-INSTALLATION

Before insfalling the cooker hood, peel off any profective
plastic covering and remove polystyrene from inside behind
the fan motor. See Fig. 5 below.

The canopy
rangehood has been supplied with flexible exhaust pipe
and duct transition piece, alfernatively a 120mm diameter
non-combustible flue pipe can be used. Continue the centre
line to the ceiling.

Soak grease filters for about one hour in hot water with a
grease-loosening cleaner, then rinse off thoroughly with hot
water. Repeat the process if necessary. Refit the grease filters
when they are dry.

Dishwasher

Place grease fillers in the dishwasher. Select the most
powerful washing program and highest temperature, af
least 65°C. Repeat the process. Refit the grease fillers when
they are dry. When washing the metal grease filter in the
dishwasher a slight discolouration of the filter can occur, this
does not have any impact on it's performance.

() ‘Appliance’ means any Electrolux product purchased by you
accompanied by this document;

O’Riordan Street, Mascot, NSW 2020, ABN 51 004 762 341 in respect
of Appliances purchased in Australia and Electrolux (NZ) Limited of 3-5
