Cleaning steel surface

Clean stainless steel surfaces using non-abrasive cleaning
products that are specifically for use on stainless steel.

To ensure best results also use an even pressure and
follow the grain of the stainless steel. Use of a soft cloth
reduces the risk of scratching. If the cloth is wet ensure
that a dry soft cloth is used to wipe down the surface
again reducing the risk of any surface rust appearing.

Cleaning grease filters

The filters must be cleaned at least once every month,
more frequent cleaning may be required depending on
cooking habits and styles.

Clean the filters using non aggressive detergents, either
by hand or in the dishwasher, which must be set to a
low temperature and a short cycle. The openings must
be placed downwards to let the water run out of the
filters. The cleaning agents will make the aluminium
filter turn dull, this is normal.

Replacing the lamp

Ensure lamp is cool before removing.

To remove the lamp, apply pressure to the lamp and
turn anti-clockwise to unscrew and remove. Replace
the lamp with one of similar type and voltage.

Condensation on rangehood surfaces

In some applications customers using induction cooktops
may experience condensation forming on surfaces of the
rangehood. Some conditions may contribute to the
formation of condensation such as;

e Room temperature and humidity

e |nstallation height of rangehood above the cooktop

e  Size and type of cookware used.

e How the induction cooktop is used

e Incorrect flue diameter (i.e. too small), flue length too
long, too many bends in flue.

Some methods to reduce the occurrence of condensation
are;
1. Use the right speed according to the type of ooking;

a. Speed 1: light frying/boiling

b. Speed 2: frying/wok cooking/heavy boiling.

c.  Speed 3: grilling, intensive frying and wok cooking
2. Before you start cooking, switch on the range hood
at minimum speed, to control moisture and remove
cooking odour;

3. Increase the range hood speed only when the
amount of vapor makes it necessary; (i.e., increase fan
speed as more steam is generated)

4. Use boost speed only when it is strictly necessary.
5. Use pot lid when boiling to control moisture.

6. If the cooking zones of the induction cooker allows,
choose the smallest pot practicable for cooking.

7. Keep range hood filter(s) clean to optimize grease
and odour efficiency.
